
• Print a copy of the Translation Card (page 2) for each pair of pupils.
• Put students into pairs and give each student one half of the Translation Card sheet.
• Ask pupils to translate their texts into French and English.
• Once students have finished, ask them to compare answers with their partner. They 
have each translated the texts in the opposite direction, so can compare their answers 
with the model answers.
• Get feedback from the class and review any tricky vocabulary or grammar.
